I have had a love affair with calligraphy since 1977 studying with some of the best teachers in 
the world.  Following completion of a certificate program in graphic art and design, I started a 
freelance calligraphy and design business, and have worked as a calligrapher for the County 
of Los Angeles. I have exhibited in the Brand Library, the Los Angeles Folk Art Museum and 
nationwide. 
My teaching career began at Brandes Art Institute in 1983 and I have taught ongoing classes 
and workshops locally for the Los Angeles Society for Calligraphy, Hughes Aircraft, RAND Cor-
poration, Viva Gallery and nationally at calligraphy conferences and for guilds across the coun-
try,  
I thought I was living good to have found my love of calligraphy, but I found my true passion 
when I saw the light go on in a student's eyes.  I receive continuing support and confidence 
from my loving husband, Hideo and son, Christopher.  Life is good. 
 
This course will cover 3 wonderful alphabets and the skills to create endless variations.  
We’ll begin with the modified Neuland, written basically at a zero pen angle, then  the 
Rudolf Koch-style Neuland, which is manipulated to the max, followed by the Cunei-
form alphabet and then progress to outrageous variations.  This class is open to all lev-
els of experience because the modified Neuland and the Cuneiform alphabets can be 
learned quickly and easily by even non-calligraphers, and with their infinite variations, 
give the novice and the more experienced endless possibilities.  The more seasoned 
calligraphers will enjoy the challenge of the manipulated Koch-style Neuland.  But ALL 
will discover the beauty and flexibility of these 3 alphabets and have a fun and suc-
cessful experience, which is ideal in a conference environment.  Each participant will 
receive a bound book of exemplars, samples and handouts.
