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ARTISTS’ SHOWCASE PAGE 
    DEFINITION
The “Artists’ Showcase” is an SACG website feature that allows members (only) to upload images and descriptions of their own original artwork for public viewing on the internet. 

    PURPOSE  
The purpose of the “Artists’ Showcase” is to:
· provide a member benefit that allows an individual to showcase his or her work in a unique way using Guild resources at no cost. Publication of work may result in requests for sale of the work or other commissions. 
· attract visitors and perspective members to learn more about Guild activities and increase our membership. This feature publicizes what a talented, friendly and active guild we are!
· educate the public at large about calligraphy

  POLICY GUIDELINES
Members submit images directly to the Website Coordinator by filling out a form and following directions found on the home page of www.sanantoniocalligraphy.com. The Website Coordinator selects images for publication based upon guidance from the SACG Board. After review, the Website Coordinator and/or the Board reserves the right to accept, question or reject any submission, and to decline--without explanation or appeal-- publication of that submission. 
As a general guideline, we will reject any submission that:

· is not in keeping with the Guild’s stated purpose to “. . . provide calligraphers with educational and vocational information and to stimulate public interest in and appreciation for the art of calligraphy.” 

· is thought to reflect badly or inappropriately on the image of the Guild as a whole

· contains objectionable content, such as 

· contains lewd wording or images

· can reasonably be viewed as disparaging or defaming to any group or individual due to gender, gender identity, race, ethnicity, age, disability, national origin or political affiliation. 

· constitutes illegitimate use of materials held by copyright 

· contains links to other sites 
· is determined not to be an authentic original work of the member to whom it is attributed
TECHNICAL GUIDELINES
· All photos/artwork should be sent in its highest quality form/largest size. 

· JPEG format is preferred.

· We take the approach that “what you send” is “what they’ll see.”  If approved, photos will be put on the website as they are received. The website coordinator will not re-touch, crop or otherwise alter the image.

· In an effort to share and educate, we request as much information about the artwork as possible, including:
· The title of the artwork
· The size of the original

· The calligraphic hand(s) shown in the artwork

· All the materials and media used to create the artwork

· Additional comments or background that provide information to the viewer about process or source of inspiration

· Whether the artwork is/is not offered for sale

NOTES ON PHOTOGRAPHING:

· Well-photographed art can really make it shine. Make sure it is done with sufficient, even lighting and avoid shadows at all costs. 
· It is very tricky to photograph through glass. When possible, photograph artwork before it is framed. 
· When photographing, square up the sides so that your artwork doesn't appear irregularly shaped or crooked.

· Fill the frame by shooting as closely as possible.
· If time allows, photograph artwork several times using a light and a dark background (contrast changes the photograph even if you crop it out later) under various light sources.
· Keep in mind that the format in which our audience views the website varies. More and more, we know that people use notebook-type devices and phones, and we accept that their final view can vary according to the device used.
